Article (46)

Subject to with the provisions of Articles (47) and (51)
of this Law, the child protection specialist shall agree with the
child caretaker to take all necessary measures, where the
child’s safety or physical, psychological, moral or mental health
is endangered, as prescribed by the Executive Regulations of

this Law.

Article (47)

Subject to the provisions of Article (51) of this Law, the
child protection specialist shall provide the parents or the child
caretaker with the following proposals, where a child’s safety or
physical, psychological, moral or mental health is endangered:
1. To keep the child with his family on condition that:

a. The child’s parents or caretaker are committed to
take all necessary measures to alleviate the eminent
danger from the child and keep him under the periodic
supervision of child protection specialists; and

b. Establishing methods of social intervention by the

authorities concerned and the competent authorities,
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psychological, moral or mental health is endangered.
2. The notification is mandatory for nurses, doctors, social
specialists or whoever is entrusted with the protection, care

or education of children.

Article (43)

All adolescent shall help a child requesting to notify
the competent authorities or the authorities concerned of his
suffering, or that of one of his brothers or sisters or any other
child, from in one of the situations provided by Article (33) of this

Law.

Article (44)

The identity of the informer shall not be released without
his consent. It is prohibited to disclose the identities of all parties
and witnesses in a case of child abuse or ill treatment, when
the information is used in the analytical process, information
reports or the publication of any material that may lead to the

identification thereof.

Article (45)

The competent authorities and the authorities concerned
shall provide protection for the witnesses during all stages of a

penal prosecution.
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1. Preventive intervention in cases where the child’s physical,
psychological, moral or mental health and safety are
endangered or jeopardized.

2. Curative intervention in all cases of assault, exploitation,
negligence and all cases provided by Article (33) of this

Law.

Article (41)

While performing his duties, the child protection specialist shall
have the following powers:

1. Collect evidences on facts of reported incidents and appear
in investigations and trials, where required.

2. Enter by himself, or accompanied by whoever he deems
necessary, to any place where a child is being kept and with
the permission of the property owner. The child protection
specialist is required to produce his identification card.

3. Take the necessary preventive measures as prescribed by
the Executive Regulations of this Law.

4. Refer to the relevant social research for the assessment of

a child’s condition.

Article (42)

1. The child protection specialists or the child protection

entities shall be informed where a child’s safety or physical,

Protection Mechanisms

Article (39)

1. The competent authorities and the authorities concerned
shall coordinate with The Ministry to establish child
protection entities dedicated to develop and enforce the
child protection mechanisms and measures provided by
this Law.

2. The Executive Regulations of this Law shall prescribe the
following:

a) Terms of reference of the child protection entities and
the operational mechanisms thereof.

b) Requirements for the child protection specialists.

Article (40)

The child protection specialist shall take legal oath
immediately before assuming his functions. The child protection

specialist shall have the following duties:

Article (34)

It is prohibited to expose the mental, psychological,
physical or moral safety of a child to danger when unnecessarily
abandoned, kept at a place or a care institution, rejected or
denied medical treatment and attention by his caregiver.

Article (35)

It is prohibited for the caregiver to expose a child to
abandonment, homelessness, negligence or to leave a child
unattended without supervision, monitoring and guidance. It is
prohibited for the caregiver to deny a child the adequate care,
enrollment in an educational institution or to overlook the child’s
unnecessary dropout at the compulsory education level.

Article (36)

Taking into account paragraph (2) of Article (2) of this
Law, it is prohibited to expose a child to torture or aggression
on his physical safety, or to commit any violent act that may hurt
the emotional, psychological, mental or moral stability of a child.
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The State shall take the following measures in the field of

Prevention of school dropout.

2. Enhancement of children and parental engagement in

children-related decision making.

. Prohibition of all forms of violence in educational institutions

such materials or tend to mislead children.

The state shall establish councils, associations, clubs
and centers for children with the aim at developing their cultural,
artistic, scientific, physical and other abilities.

Chapter Seven
The Right to Education

Article (31)

All children have the right to education. The State shall
take all appropriate measures to provide equal opportunities for
all children according to the applicable Laws.

Article (32)
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Chapter Six
Cultural Rights

Article (25)

Children have the right to acquire knowledge and all
means of innovation and creativity. They may participate in any
entertainment, cultural, artistic and scientific programs according
to their ages, without contravening public order and morals. The
competent and concerned authorities shall develop all programs
necessary for this.

Article (26)

It is prohibited to publish, offer, distribute, possess or
produce any audio-visual or printed materials, or any toys that
pander to children’s basest instinct or embellish behavior that
offends against public order and morals or encourages children
to engage in delinquency.

Article (27)

The operational regulations hereof shall specify the
places where children are prohibited to enter, and shall define
restrictions on entry into other places.

Article (28)

Managers of movie theaters, TV channels, and other
similar places referred to in the preceding article shall make
a clear and visible announcement to prohibit children from

Children who have no solvent sponsor or income source
may have access to government subsidies according to the
applicable laws.

Subject to the provisions of Personal Status Law and
Children of Unknown Parentage Law, any child deprived of
normal family environment, temporarily or permanently, may
have access to alternative care through:

1. Foster families

2. Public or private social care institutions, if foster families are
not available.

. Providing a psychological care, including child’s mental,

sentimental, social and linguistics development.
Taking all necessary measures for early diagnosis of
endemic diseases and cases of disability.

Article (21)

The following acts shall be prohibited:

Selling or attempting to sell tobacco or related products to
a child. A seller may also request a customer to submit a
proof of age to show that he is over 18 years.

Smoking in public and private means of transportation or in
closed areas, in case of the presence of a child.

. Selling or attempting to sell alcohol or any other harmful

substances to a child. Such substances shall be specified
under a decree by the Council of Ministers.

. Importing or trading in any materials that contravene the

standard specifications approved in the state for food and
heath, food or hormone supplements, or for toys.

Article (18)

The child has the right to obtain the health services as
per the application laws and health care regulation in force in
the State.

Article (19)

The State shallinvest on the development of its capabilities
in relation to the protection and treatment health care as well as
the psychology and health awareness related to the child health,
feeding and protection.

Article (20)

The competent authorities and the concerned entities
shall provide the health care to mothers in antenatal and post-
natal periods as per the applicable laws.

The competent authorities and the concerned entities
shall take the proper measures regarding the following:

1. Protecting the child from any hazards and dangers of the
environmental pollution and putting methods of combating
them.

2. Playing a constructive and effective role in awareness
campaign in relation to health guidance and protection

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Chapter Three
Family Rights

Article (15)

1- The child parents, the like and the custodian on the child
care shall be liable to provide a secured atmosphere to the
child within a joint and strongly cohesive family.

2- The custodian of the child care is liable for bearing the
responsibilities and duties conferred to him for upbringing,
directing, guiding and developing the child in the best way
possible.

Article (16)

In accordance with the law in force, the child is entitled to
know his parents and his/her natural family and get the parents’
care and maintain a personal relationship and communication
with both parents.

Article (17)

The child has the right in guardianship, breastfeeding,
allowance and a protection of his/her honor, religion money and
of being an individual as per the applicable laws in the State.
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Article (12)

The child has the right to express his ideas willingly in
accordance with his age and degree of growth to the degree that
does not violate the public order, decorum and the applicable
laws in the State.

The child shall have an opportunity to express his ideas
regarding the procedures taken upon him/ her within the limits of
the applicable laws.

Article (13)

It is prohibited to subject the child to any coercive
intervention or any illegal proceeding regarding his life, family,
house or correspondence. It is also prohibited to smear his
honor or reputation. The State shall guarantee the protection of
the child from any pornography as per the laws in force.

Article (14)

The competent authorities and the concerned entities shall
operate on the following:

1. Prohibition of child labor under the age of 15 years.

2. Prohibition of any economic exploitation of using the child in
any work which may jeopardize the child life due to the work
nature or the conditions under which the work is done.

Chapter One
