Teachers and staff:

Notice when a student may need help

1. Signs a Student May Need Support

Please let us know if your child is:

Feeling sad, anxious, or upset

Not wanting to come to school

Having difficulty learning or focusing
Acting differently than usual

Having friendship or behavior challenges

=~ We encourage parents and students to speak up early.
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@ Step 1: Support in the Classroom

Most students are supported by their teacher through:
e Encouragement and care

e Adjusting lessons to meet their needs
e Regular check-ins

= Many concerns are resolved at this stage.

Step 2: Extra Support

If more help is needed:
e The school counselor or support team may get involved

« Students may receive small group or additional support
o Parents will be informed and involved

@ Step 3: Individual Support

For students who need more support:
e A personalized support plan is created

e One-on-one help may be provided
« External specialists may be involved if needed

= Parents are fully involved in this process.

Il How We Monitor Progress

We regularly check:
o Student well-being and happiness

e Learning progress
« Attendance and behavior
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~ Support is adjusted to make sure it is effective.

& Safety First

If there are serious concerns about a student’s safety or well-being:
e The school takes immediate action

o Parents are contacted right away
o Safeguarding procedures are followed

Strong communication between school and home is essential.

e Share concerns early

« Stay in contact with teachers
o Attend meetings and reviews
